1. TELL GOD EXACTLY _____. 

Then Job stood up and tore his robe in grief. Then he shaved his head and fell down upon the 
ground before God.  Job 1:20 (TLB) 

Job: “I can’t be quiet! I’m angry! I have to speak!”  Job 7:11 (TEV) 

Cry out in the night… Pour out your heart like water in prayer to the Lord.  Lamentations 2:19 (NCV) 

I believed, so I said, “I am completely ruined!”  Psalm 116:10 (NCV) 

2. REFUSE _____. 

Job said, “I came naked from my mother’s womb and I shall have nothing when I die. The Lord gave 
me everything I had, and they were his to take away. Blessed be the name of the Lord!” In all of this 
Job did not sin by blaming God. Job 1:21-22 (TLB)
