1. Ask him for .

 

►Before you pay for it – pray for it.

 

Don’t worry about anything; instead, pray about everything . Tell God what you need , and thank him for all he has done. 
Philippians 4:6 (NLT)

 

2. Am content with .

Not that I was ever in need, for I have learned how to be content with whatever I have . I know how to live on almost
nothing or with everything. I have learned the secret of living in every situation, whether it is with a full stomach or empty,
with plenty or little. For I can do everything through Christ, who gives me strength.  Philippians 4:11-13 (NLT)

 

►Contentment means:

My joy is not dependent on my circumstances.

 

Jesus: “You’re far happier giving than getting.”  Acts 20:35 (MSG)

 

3. Live with .

As you know, you Philippians were the only ones who gave me financial help  when I first brought you the Good News
and then traveled on from Macedonia. No other church did this. Even when I was in Thessalonica you sent help more
than once. I don’t say this because I want a gift from you. Rather, I want you to receive a reward for your kindness . 
Philippians 4:15-17 (NLT)
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Jesus: “If you give, you will receive. Your gift will return to you in full measure  — pressed down, shaken together to make
room for more, and running over. Whatever measure you use in giving  – large or small – it will be used to measure
what is given back to you.”  Luke 6:38 (NLT 96)

 

“Bring all the tithes into the storehouse so there will be enough food in my Temple. If you do,” says the LORD of Heaven’s
Armies, “I will open the windows of heaven for you. I will pour out a blessing so great  you won’t have enough room to
take it in!
